News from Prof. Dauvit Broun, Convenor of the Council of the SHS

Welcome to the fifth SHS newsletter. | do hope that you are finding them a useful way
of disseminating the news of the Society.

I am delighted to say that the backlog of volumes has now begun to move.
Members should, in recent months. have received Piery and Life-Writing in Early
Modern Scotland, ¢.1670—¢.1712, ed. David Mullan, the nominal volume for 2001,
and James Wilson: Journal of My Life and Everyday Doings, 1879-81, 1885-92,
ed. Peter Hillis, the volume for 2005. The nominal volume for 2002, Scottish Planned Villages, 1740-1914,
ed. Douglas Lockhart, should appear later this year. The volumes for 2003 and 2004 have already been
published, which leaves the late John Durkan’s Scottish Schools and Schoolmasters as the last of the fifth
series. This still requires a significant amount of work before it can be published. I am very grateful to John
MacCallum (University of Lancastery) and Roger Mason (University of St Andrews) for agreeing to take this
on, and to Jamie Reid Baxter for his work on it, too.

In the previous SHS newsletter 1 intimated that Sharon Adams was ‘hanging up her pen’ as
Publications Secretary. I would like to extend a very warm welcome to Ulrike Hogg (Senior Curator in the
NLS), who I'm delighted to say has agreed to take over Sharon’s role. The role of Publications Secretary
changed last year in order to make the increasing volume of work more manageable: in effect the Publications
Secretary now functions as General Editor, with an associate editor appointed for each volume that is
submitted. I am very grateful to Rachel Hart (University of St Andrews) for taking on the role of editor for
On Tour in Scotland: Tourist Journals, 1788-1881, ed. Alastair Durie, which will be the next volume to
appear in the sixth series (published by Boydell and Brewer).
